Synopsis: On Wednesday, February 22, 2017, at approximately 11:00 pm, an aggravated assault stabbing
occurred across the street from the Glendale College Garfield Campus.

Drive, involving three male victims (non-students). There is no information or indication to believe any
members of the campus community were targeted.
