4. General Obligation Bonds:  A Primer – California Community Colleges Debt Financing, presented by Frank Vega, Managing Director of RBC
Frank Vega, underwriter and alumni of GCC presented an overview of the steps in acquiring a General Obligation Bond.   A hard copy of the presentation was distributed. 
· RBC assisted in the planning, fiscal analysis, campaign strategy and preparation for the passage of the Measure GC bond. 
· Proposition 39 mandates the establishment of a Citizens’ Oversight Committee to oversee the expenditures of the bond. 

5.  Information Items: 
a. Measure G and GC Funds Balances and Schedules Update; Board Reports for February 2019, March 2019 and April 2019 were not discussed due to lack of time. 

6.  Mr. Avedisian noted that the next meeting will be held on August 5, 2019 and adjourned the meeting.
